“Applicable Law” means the laws and
any other instruments having the force of law in Nepal as they may
be issued and in force from time to time.

“Borrower [or Recipient or Beneficiary]” means the Government,
Government agency or other entity that signs the financing [or
loan/credit/grant/project] agreement with the Development Partner.
“Client” means the [procuring entity/implementing/ executing agency]
that signs the Contract for the Services with the selected Consultant.
“Consultant” means a legally-established professional consulting firm
or an entity that may provide or provides the Services to the Client
under the Contract.

2.

Introduction

2.1 The Client named in the Data Sheet intends to select a Consultant
from those listed in the Letter of Invitation, in accordance with the method
of selection specified in the Data Sheet.

2.2 The shortlisted Consultants are invited to submit a Technical
Proposal and a Financial Proposal, or a Technical Proposal only, as
specified in the Data Sheet, for consulting services required for the
assignment named in the Data Sheet. The Proposal will be the basis for
negotiating and ultimately signing the Contract with the selected
Consultant.

2.3 The Consultants should familiarize themselves with the local
conditions and take them into account in preparing their Proposals,
including attending a pre-proposal conference if one is specified in the
Data Sheet. Attending any such pre-proposal conference is optional and
is at the Consultants’ expense.

2.4 The Client will timely provide, at no cost to the Consultants, the
inputs, relevant project data, and reports required for the preparation of
the Consultant’s Proposal as specified in the Data Sheet.

3.

Conflict of
Interest

3.1 The Consultant is required to provide professional, objective, and
impartial advice, at all times holding the Client’s interests paramount,
strictly avoiding conflicts with other assignments or its own corporate
interests, and acting without any consideration for future work.
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The Consultant has an obligation to disclose to the Client any sit(ation of
actual or potential conflict that impacts its capacity to serve the~best
interest of its Client. Failure to disclose such situations may lead to the
disqualification of the Consultant or the termination of its Contract and/or
blacklisting by the Public Procurement Monitoring Office/DP.

Without limitation on the generality of the foregoing, and unless stated
otherwise in the Data Sheet, the Consultant shall not be hired under the
circumstances set forth below:

a. Conflicting
activities

(i) Conflict between consulting activities and procurement of goods,
works or non-consulting services: a firm that has been engaged by
the Client to provide goods, works, or non-consulting services for a
project, or any of its Affiliates, shall be disqualified from providing
consulting services resulting from or directly related to those goods,
works, or non-consulting services. Conversely, a firm hired to
provide consulting services for the preparation or implementation of
a project, or any of its Affiliates, shall be disqualified from
subsequently providing goods or works or non-consulting services
resulting from or directly related to the consulting services for such
preparation or implementation.

b. Conflicting
assighments

(i)  Conflict among consulting assignments: a Consultant (including its
Experts and Sub-consultants) or any of its Affiliates shall not be
hired for any assignment that, by its nature, may be in conflict with
another assignment of the Consultant for the same or for another
Client.

c. Conflicting
relationships

(i) Relationship with the Client's staff: a Consultant (including its
Experts and Sub-consultants) that has a close business or family
relationship with a professional staff of the Client or are directly or
indirectly involved in any part of (i) the preparation of the Terms of
Reference for the assignment, (ii) the selection process for the
Contract, or (i) the supervision of the Contract, may not be
awarded a Contract.

4. Unfair
Competitive
Advantage

4.1 Fairness and transparency in the selection process require that the
Consultants or their Affiliates competing for a specific assignment do not
derive a competitive advantage from having provided consulting services
related to the assignment in question. To that end, the Client shall indicate
in the Data Sheet and make available to all shortlisted Consultants together
with this RFP all information that would in that respect give such Consultant
any unfair competitive advantage over competing Consultants.

5. Corrupt and
Fraudulent
Practices

5.1 The GoN/DP requires compliance with its policy in regard to corrupt and
fraudulent/prohibited practices as set forth in Section 6.

5.2 In further pursuance of this policy, Consultant shall permit and shall
cause its sub-consultants and sub-contractors to permit GoN/DP or its
representatives to inspect the accounts, records and other documents
relating to the submission of the Proposal and execution of the contract, in
case of award, and to have the accounts and records audited by auditors
appointed by the GoN/DP.
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5.3 Consultants shall be aware of the provisions on fraud and c'd'rr_'ﬁptibn
stated in Clause GCC 10.1.

6. Eligibility

6.1 The GoN/DP permits consultants (individuals and firms, including
Joint Ventures and their individual members) from the eligible countries as
stated in Section 5 to offer consulting services for GoN/DP-financed
projects.

6.2 Furthermore, it is the Consultant’s responsibility to ensure that its
Experts, joint venture members, Sub-consultants, agents (declared or not),
sub-contractors, service providers, suppliers and/or their employees meet
the eligibility requirements as established by the GoN/DP.Maximum number
of partners in JV shall be Specified in Data sheet.

6.3 As an exception to the foregoing Clauses 6.1 and 6.2 above:

a. Sanctions

6.3.1 In case of a natural person or firm/institution/company which is
already declared blacklisted and ineligible by the GoN, any other new
or existing firm/institution/company owned partially or fully by such
Natural person or Owner or Board of director of blacklisted
firm/institution/company; shall not be eligible consultant. The list of
debarred firms and individuals is available at the electronic address
specified in the Data Sheet.

b. Prohibitions

6.3.2 Firms and individuals shall have the nationality of an eligible countries
as indicated in Section 5 (Eligible Countries) and:

(a) as a matter of law or official regulations, Nepal prohibits commercial
relations with that country; or

(b) by an act of compliance with a decision of the United Nations Security
Council taken under Chapter VIl of the Charter of the United Nations, the
Borrower’s Country prohibits any import of goods from that country or any
payments to any country, person, or entity in that country.

c. Restrictions for
public employees

6.3.3 Government officials and civil servants may only be hired under
consulting contracts, either as individuals or as members of a team of a
consulting firm, if permitted under GoN/DP policy, and their employment
would not create a conflict of interest).

B. Preparation of Proposals

7. General
Considerations

7.1 In preparing the Proposal, the Consultant is expected to examine the
RFP in detail. Material deficiencies in providing the information requested in
the RFP may result in rejection of the Proposal.

8. Cost of 8.1 The Consultant shall bear all costs associated with the preparation and
Preparation of submission of its Proposal, and the Client shall not be responsible or liable
Proposal for those costs, regardless of the conduct or outcome of the selection

process. The Client is not bound to accept any proposal, and reserves the
right to annul the selection process at any time prior to Contract award,
without thereby incurring any liability to the Consultant.

9. Language 9.1 The Proposal, as well as all correspondence and documents relating to

the Proposal exchanged between the Consultant and the Client, shall be
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written in the English language.

10.Documents
Comprising the
Proposal

10.1 The Proposal shall comprise the documents and forms listed in"the
Data Sheet.

10.2 The Consultant shall furnish information on commissions, gratuities
and fees, if any, paid or to be paid to agents or any other party relating to
this Proposal and, if awarded, Contract execution, as requested in the
Financial Proposal submission form (Section 4).

11.0nly One
Proposal

11.1 The Consultant (including the individual members of any Joint
Venture) shall submit only one Proposal, either in its own name or as part of
a Joint Venture in another Proposal. If a Consultant, including any Joint
Venture member, submits or participates in more than one proposal, all
such proposals shall be disqualified and rejected. This does not, however,
preclude a Sub-consultant, or the Consultant’s staff from participating as
Key Experts and Non-Key Experts in more than one Proposal when
circumstances justify and if stated in the Data Sheet.

12.Proposal Validity

12.1 The Data Sheet indicates the period during which the Consultant’s
Proposal must remain valid after the Proposal submission deadline.

12.2 During this period, the Consultant shall maintain its original Proposal
without any change, including the availability of the Key Experts, the
proposed rates and the total price.

12.3 If it is established that any Key Expert nominated in the Consultant’s
Proposal was not available at the time of Proposal submission or was
included in the Proposal without his/her confirmation, such Proposal shall
be disqualified and rejected for further evaluation, and may be subject to
blacklisting in accordance with Clause 5 of this ITC.

a. Extension of
Validity Period

12.4 The Client will make its best effort to complete the negotiations within
the proposal’s validity period. However, should the need arise, the Client
may request, in writing, all Consultants who submitted Proposals prior to the
submission deadline to extend the Proposals’ validity.

12.5 If the Consultant agrees to extend the validity of its Proposal, it shall be
done without any change in the original Proposal and with the confirmation
of the availability of the Key Experts. The Consultant shall not include any
additional conditions against the provisions specified in RFP, while
extending the validity of its Proposal.

12.6 The Consultant has the right to refuse to extend the validity of its
Proposal in which case such Proposal will not be further evaluated.

b. Substitution of Key
Experts at Validity
Extension

12.7 If any of the Key Experts become unavailable for the extended validity
period, the Consultant shall provide a written adequate justification and
evidence satisfactory to the Client together with the substitution request. In
such case, a replacement Key Expert shall have equal or better
gualifications and experience than those of the originally proposed Key
Expert. The technical evaluation score, however, will remain to be based on
the evaluation of the CV of the original Key Expert.
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12.8 If the Consultant fails to provide a replacement Key Expert v'vii-'h_"é.qual
or better qualifications, or if the provided reasons for the replacement or
justification are unacceptable to the Client, such Proposal will be rejected.

c. Sub-Contracting

12.9 The Consultant shall not subcontract the whole of the Services unless
otherwise indicated in the Data Sheet.

13.Clarification and
Amendment of
RFP

13.1 The Consultant may request a clarification of any part of the RFP
during the period indicated in the Data Sheet before the Proposals’
submission deadline. Any request for clarification must be sent in writing, or
by standard electronic means, to the Client’s address indicated in the Data
Sheet. The Client will respond in writing, or by standard electronic means,
and will send written copies of the response (including an explanation of the
query but without identifying its source) to all shortlisted Consultants.
Should the Client deem it necessary to amend the RFP as a result of a
clarification, it shall do so following the procedure described below:

13.1.1 At any time before the proposal submission deadline, the Client may
amend the RFP by issuing an amendment in writing or by standard
electronic means. The amendment shall be sent to all shortlisted
Consultants and will be binding on them. The shortlisted Consultants shall
acknowledge receipt of all amendments in writing.

13.1.2 If the amendment is substantial, the Client may extend the proposal
submission deadline to give the shortlisted Consultants reasonable time to
take an amendment into account in their Proposals.

13.1.3 The Consultant may submit a modified Proposal or a modification to
any part of it at any time prior to the proposal submission deadline. No
maodifications to the Technical or Financial Proposal shall be accepted after
the deadline.

14.Preparation of
Proposals —

Considerations

14.1 While preparing the Proposal, the Consultant must give particular
attention to the following:

14.1.1 If a shortlisted Consultant considers that it may enhance its
expertise for the assignment by associating with other consultants in the
form of a Joint Venture or as Sub-consultants, it may do so with either (a)
non-shortlisted Consultant(s), or (b) shortlisted Consultants if permitted in
the Data Sheet. In all such cases a shortlisted Consultant must obtain the
written approval of the Client prior to the submission of the Proposal. When
associating with non-shortlisted firms in the form of a joint venture or a sub-
consultancy, the shortlisted Consultant shall be a lead member.

14.1.2 The Client may indicate in the Data Sheet the estimated Key
Experts’ time input (expressed in person-month) or the Client's estimated
total cost of the assignment. This estimate is indicative and the Proposal
shall be based on the Consultant’s own estimates for the same.

14.1.3 If stated in the Data Sheet, the Consultant shall include in its
Proposal at least the same time input (in the same unit as indicated in the
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Data Sheet) of Key Experts, failing which the Financial Propos'a[-'-'\_/"‘vill be
adjusted for the purpose of comparison of proposals and decision for award
in accordance with the procedure in the Data Sheet.

14.1.4 For assignments under the Fixed-Budget selection method, the
estimated Key Experts’ time input is not disclosed. Total available budget,
with an indication whether it is inclusive or exclusive of taxes, is given in the
Data Sheet, and the Financial Proposal shall not exceed this budget.

15.Technical
Proposal Format
and Content

15.1 The Technical Proposal shall not include any financial information. A
Technical Proposal containing material financial information shall be
declared non-responsive.

15.2 Only one curriculum vitae (CV) may be submitted for each key expert.
If a technical proposal nominates more than one expert for a position, the
Client will evaluate all CVs and apply the lowest score for the position.

16.Financial
Proposal

16.1 The Financial Proposal shall be prepared using the Standard Forms
provided in Section 4 of the RFP. It shall list all costs associated with the
assignment, including (a) remuneration for Key Experts and Non-Key
Experts, (b) other expenses, (c) provisional sums when applicable indicated
in the Data Sheet.

a. Price Adjustment

16.2 For assignments with a duration exceeding 12 months, a price
adjustment provision for foreign and/or local inflation for remuneration rates
applies if so stated in the Data Sheet.

b. Taxes

16.3 The Consultant and its Sub-consultants and Experts are responsible
for meeting all tax liabilities arising out of the Contract. Information on taxes
in the Client’s country is provided in the Data Sheet.

c. Currency of
Proposal

16.4 The Consultant may express the price for its Services in the currency
or currencies as stated in the Data Sheet. If indicated in the Data Sheet,
the portion of the price representing local cost shall be stated in the
Nepalese Rupees.

d. Currency of
Payment

16.5 Payment under the Contract shall be made in the currency or
currencies in which the payment is requested in the Proposal.

C. Submission, Opening and Evaluation

17.Submission,
Sealing, and
Marking of
Proposals

17.1 The Consultant shall submit a signed and complete Proposal
comprising the documents and forms in accordance with Clause 10
(Documents Comprising Proposal). The submission can be done by
mail or by hand. If specified in the Data Sheet, the Consultant has the
option of submitting its Proposals electronically.

17.2 An authorized representative of the Consultant shall sign the original
submission letters in the required format for both the Technical
Proposal and, if applicable, the Financial Proposals and shall initial all
pages of both. The authorization shall be in the form of a written power
of attorney attached to the Technical Proposal.

17.3 A Proposal submitted by a Joint Venture shall be signed by all
members so as to be legally binding on all members, or by an
authorized representative who has a written power of attorney signed

by each member’s authorized representative.

Any modifications, revisions, interlineations, erasures, or overwrltlng
shall be valid only if they are signed or initialed by the person signing
the Proposal.

The signed Proposal shall be marked “ORIGINAL”, and its copies
marked “CopPY” as appropriate. The number of copies is indicated in
the Data Sheet. All copies shall be made from the signed original. If
there are discrepancies between the original and the copies, the
original shall prevail.

The original and all the copies of the Technical Proposal shall be
placed inside of a sealed envelope clearly marked “TECHNICAL
PRoPOsSAL”, “[Name of the Assignment]®, reference number, name and
address of the Consultant, and with a warning “Do NOT OPEN UNTIL
[INSERT THE DATE AND THE TIME OF THE TECHNICAL PROPOSAL
SUBMISSION DEADLINE].”

Similarly, the original Financial Proposal (if required for the applicable
selection method) shall be placed inside of a sealed envelope clearly
marked “FINANCIAL PROPOSAL” followed by the name of the
assignment, reference number, name and address of the Consultant,
and with a warning “Do NOT OPEN WITH THE TECHNICAL PROPOSAL.”

The sealed envelopes containing the Technical and Financial
Proposals shall be placed into one outer envelope and sealed. This

If the envelopes and packages with the Proposal are not sealed and
marked as required, the Client will assume no responsibility for the
misplacement, loss, or premature opening of the Proposal. For QCBS,
FBS and LCS, if the Technical and Financial Proposals are not
submitted in separate sealed envelopes as required, the Client shall
reject the Proposal.

17.10 The Proposal or its modifications must be sent to the address

Any Proposal or its modification received by the Client after
the deadline shall be declared late and rejected, and promptly returned
unopened.

18.Confidentiality

From the time the Proposals are opened to the time the Contract is
awarded, the Consultant should not contact the Client on any matter
related to its Technical and/or Financial Proposal. Information relating
to the evaluation of Proposals and award recommendations shall not
be disclosed to the Consultants who submitted the Proposals or to any
other party not officially concerned with the process, until the letter of
intent to accept the proposal has been issued to the selected
Consultant.

Any attempt by shortlisted Consultants or anyone on behalf of the
Consultant to influence improperly the Client in the evaluation of the
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Proposals or Contract award decisions may result in the rejection.of its
Proposal, and may be subject to the application of prevailing PPMO’s
blacklisting procedures.

18.3 Notwithstanding the above provisions, from the time of the Proposals’
opening to the time of issuance of notification for opening of financial
proposal or the Letter of Intent, if a Consultant wishes to contact the
Client on any matter related to the selection process, it should do so
only in writing.

19.1 The Client’s evaluation committee shall conduct the opening of the
Technical Proposals in the presence of the shortlisted Consultants’
authorized representatives who choose to attend. The opening date,
time and the address are stated in the Data Sheet. The envelopes
with the Financial Proposal shall remain sealed and shall be securely
stored until they are opened in accordance with Clause 23 of the ITC.

19.2 At the opening of the Technical Proposals the following shall be read
out: (i) the name and the country of the Consultant or, in case of a Joint
Venture, the name of the Joint Venture, the name of the lead member and
the names and the countries of all members; (ii) the presence or absence of
a duly sealed envelope with the Financial Proposal; (iii) any modifications to
the Proposal submitted prior to proposal submission deadline; and (iv) any
other information deemed appropriate or as indicated in the Data Sheet.

20.Proposals
Evaluation

20.1 Subject to provision of Clause 15.1 of the ITC, the evaluators of the
Technical Proposals shall have no access to the Financial Proposals
until the technical evaluation is concluded and the DP issues its “no
objection”, if applicable.

20.2 The Consultant is not permitted to alter or modify its Proposal in any
way after the proposal submission deadline except as permitted under
Clause 12.7 of this ITC.

20.3 From the time the proposals are received by the Client to the time that
the Contract is awarded, the Client shall not request the Consultant to
provide clarification on any matter related to the Consultant’s
Technical or Financial Proposal.

21.Evaluation of

21.1 The Client's evaluation committee shall evaluate the Technical
Proposals on the basis of their responsiveness to the Terms of
Reference and the RFP, applying the evaluation criteria, sub-criteria,
and point system specified in the Data Sheet.

Nepal is one of the most disaster-prone countries in the world due to its topography and
climatic conditions. Globally, it is ranked fourth, eleventh and thirtieth in terms of
vulnerability to climate change, earthquake and flood risks respectively. Floods are the most
devastating disaster in Nepal in terms of the number of deaths that occur and the damages

they cause. Floods are the most frequent, highly damaging and widely spread natural hazards.

Kathmandu, being the Capital city of the country, faces the most devastation because of
topographical extremities, climatic extremities and seismic activities coupled with population
growth, poverty, illiteracy, unscientific land-use changes and development activities such as
the construction of roads, buildings and other infrastructures making it vulnerable to several
natural disasters. Kathmandu Valley is one of the fastest growing regions in South Asia where
the population has increased by almost 4.8 times since 1971 and reached more than 2.9
million in 2021. The valley’s urban areas have grown by 412 percent since 1989 and built-up
areas have increased significantly from 2153 ha in 1989 to 15620 ha in 2019 which reflects
the decrease in open spaces and the growth of physical infrastructures. Kathmandu district
comes in third positions in terms of economic impact due to disaster as per the Nepal Disaster
Report. 2019. Each year floods initiated by the monsoon rain create havoc causing millions of
Rupees of damage. The rivers responsible for flooding the lowland areas in Kathmandu
Valley each year are Dhobikhola, Bagmati, Bishnumati, Nakkhu, Balkhu, Hanumante and

Manohara.

Also, Urban Drainage systems are increasingly overburdened during extreme precipitation
events and are stretched to their limits by increasing populations. As a result, metropolitan
cities around the world suffer from urban flooding every year. Similarly, the streets of
Kathmandu valley flood every monsoon due to inadequate capacity of the sewer system and
surface drainage. The flood adversely affects the commotion of people and vehicles causing
traffic blockage, creating traffic jams at the affected area and places connected to them.




Dhobikhola Corridor and Kapan-Budhanilkantha Flood Control Project Office under
Kathmandu Valley Development Authority (KVDA) and Ministry of Urban Development has
been working continuously to integrated corridor development, notably by the construction of
the Link Road, training and stabilization of river. Previously the project area was
conceptualized as Dhobikhola corridor development area along with pocket development area
where the site condition allowed, which has changed substantially in due course of time. In
2022 project areas is enlarged to Kapan-Budhanilkantha area to focuses on mitigating
flooding and waterlogging in the Kapan-Budhanilkantha area of Kathmandu. Based on this
priority, Dhobikhola Corridor and Kapan-Budhanilkantha Flood Control Project Office has
allocated its fund to prepare the overall master plan of Dhobikhola catchment and detail
engineering design for mitigating measures of flooding and inundation at Kapan-
Budhanilkantha area. Project Office, currently seeks consulting firms to detail drainage study
of Dhobikhola catchment and Kapan-Budanilkantha Inundation area and conduct Detailed

Engineering Design for Flood Control measures.

2. Objective of Work

The objective of the assignment is to prepare a technical study report for Dhobikhola corridor
rehabilitation and Kapan Budanilkantha area and prepare a detailed engineering report for
flood control measures, which could be implemented in the vicinity of the Kapan Area. The

specific objectives are:

e To conduct the necessary topographic survey, social survey and other related
surveys.

e To synthesize historical flood hazards damages and losses and mitigation
measures.

e To analyze urban flooding in terms of velocity and depth in study area using

Dhobi Khola also known as Rudramati River originates from Shivapuri region above
Budanilkantha Municipality, Kathmandu district. Chakuncha Khola originates from Kapan
area and it flows through Milanchowk in Kapan (ward no. 10, 11, 12 of Budanilkantha
Municipality) to meet Dhobi Khola. As the major flooding problem created by this river
starts from the junction of ward no.8, 11 and 13 of Budanilkantha Municipality i.e.
Chakuncha Khola Inundation area and it is not limited to this zone also expands to Chabahil
Gopikrishna Landpooling area to Sankhamul where it meets with Bagmati River. The total
length of the river stretch is about 12 km in Dhobi Khola.

This project aims to conduct a flood mapping, survey, and drainage modeling analysis for the
entire Dhobi Khola catchment area. ldentify suitable measures to mitigate flood and
Inundation risks specifically within the Chakuncha Khola inundation area and Chababhil
Gopikrishna Landpooling area.

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5. Methodology

The methodology adopted for conducting detailed field study and survey for preparing a
detailed engineering design report should be based on intensive study of the pluvial & fluvial
flood, its mitigating measures incorporating with community participatory approach.

() “Contract” means the legally binding written agreement signed
between the Client and the Consultant and which includes all
the attached documents listed in its paragraph 1 of the Form of
Contract (the General Conditions (GCC), the Special
Conditions (SCC), and the Appendices).

() “Day” means a working day unless indicated otherwise.

(h) “Development Partner (DP)” means the country/institution
funding the project as specified in the SCC.

(i) “Effective Date” means the date on which this Contract comes
into force and effect pursuant to Clause GCC 11.

()  “Experts” means, collectively, Key Experts, Non-Key Experts or
any other personnel of the Consultant, Sub-consultant or JV
member(s) assigned by the Consultant to perform the Services
or any part thereof under the Contract.

(k) “Foreign Currency” means any currency other than the currency
of the Client’s country.

() “GCC” means these General Conditions of Contract.
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(m) “Government” means the government of Nepal (GoN).

(n) “Joint Venture (JV)” means an association with or without a
legal personality distinct from that of its members, of more than
one entity where one member has the authority to conduct all
businesses for and on behalf of any and all the members of the
JV, and where the members of the JV are jointly and severally
liable to the Client for the performance of the Contract.

(o) “Key Expert(s)” means an individual professional whose skills,
gualifications, knowledge and experience are critical to the
performance of the Services under the Contract and whose
Curricula Vitae (CV) was taken into account in the technical
evaluation of the Consultant’s proposal.

(p) “Local Currency” means the currency of Nepal (NPR).

(q) Non-Key Expert(s)” means an individual professional provided
by the Consultant or its Sub-consultant to perform the Services
or any part thereof under the Contract.

() “Party” means the Client or the Consultant, as the case may be,
and “Parties” means both of them.

(s) “SCC” means the Special Conditions of Contract by which the
GCC may be amended or supplemented but not over-written.

(t) “Services” means the work to be performed by the Consultant
pursuant to this Contract, as described in Appendix A hereto.

(u) “Sub-consultants” means an entity to whom/which the
Consultant subcontracts any part of the Services while
remaining solely liable for the execution of the Contract.

(v) “Third Party” means any person or entity other than the
Government, the Client, the Consultant or a Sub-consultant.

2.1. Nothing contained herein shall be construed as establishing a
relationship of master and servant or of principal and agent as
between the Client and the Consultant. The Consultant, subject to
this Contract, has complete charge of the Experts and Sub-
consultants, if any, performing the Services and shall be fully
responsible for the Services performed by them or on their behalf
hereunder.

3.1. This Contract, its meaning and interpretation, and the relation
between the Parties shall be governed by the Applicable Law of
Nepal.

4.1. This Contract has been executed in the English language,
which shall be the binding and controlling language for all matters
relating to the meaning or interpretation of this Contract.
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5.1. The headings shall not limit, alter or affect the meaning of this e

Contract.

6.1. Any communication required or permitted to be given or made
pursuant to this Contract shall be in writing in the language specified
in Clause GCC 4. Any such notice, request or consent shall be
deemed to have been given or made when delivered in person to an
authorized representative of the Party to whom the communication is
addressed, or when sent to such Party at the address specified in
the SCC.

6.2. A Party may change its address for notice hereunder by
giving the other Party any communication of such change to the
address specified in the SCC.

7.1. The Services shall be performed at such locations as are
specified in Appendix A hereto and, where the location of a
particular task is not so specified, at such locations, whether in the
Government’s country or elsewhere, as the Client may approve.

8.1. In case the Consultant is a Joint Venture, the members
hereby authorize the member specified in the SCC to act on their
behalf in exercising all the Consultant’s rights and obligations
towards the Client under this Contract, including without limitation
the receiving of instructions and payments from the Client.

9.1. Any action required or permitted to be taken, and any
document required or permitted to be executed under this Contract
by the Client or the Consultant may be taken or executed by the
officials specified in the SCC.

10.1 The GoN/DP requires compliance with its policy in regard to
corrupt and fraudulent/prohibited practices as set forth in
Attachment 1 to the GCC.

10.2 The Client requires the Consultant to disclose any
commissions, gratuities or fees that may have been paid or are to be
paid to agents or any other party with respect to the selection
process or execution of the Contract. The information disclosed
must include at least the name and address of the agent or the other
party, the amount and currency, and the purpose of the commission,
gratuity or fee. Failure to disclose such commissions and gratuities
may result in termination of the Contract.

B. COMMENCEMENT, COMPLETION, MODIFICATION AND TERMINATION OF CONTRACT

11. Effectiveness of
Contract

11.1. This Contract shall come into force and effect on the date
(the “Effective Date”) of the Client's notice to the Consultant
instructing the Consultant to begin carrying out the Services. This
notice shall confirm that the effectiveness conditions, if any, listed in
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the SCC have been met.

12.1. If this Contract has not become effective within such time
period after the date of Contract signature as specified in the SCC,
either Party may, by not less than thirty (30) days written notice to
the other Party, declare this Contract to be null and void, and in the
event of such a declaration by either Party, neither Party shall have
any claim against the other Party with respect hereto.

13.1. The Consultant shall confirm availability of Key Experts and
begin carrying out the Services not later than the number of days
after the Effective Date specified in the SCC.

14.1. Unless terminated earlier pursuant to Clause GCC 19 hereof,
this Contract shall expire at the end of such time period after the
Effective Date as specified in the SCC or such other time period as
the Parties may agree in writing.

15.1. This Contract contains all covenants, stipulations and
provisions agreed by the Parties. No agent or representative of
either Party has authority to make, and the Parties shall not be
bound by or be liable for, any statement, representation, promise or
agreement not set forth herein.

16.1. Any modification or variation of the terms and conditions of
this Contract, including any modification or variation of the scope of
the Services, may only be made by written agreement between the
Parties. However, each Party shall give due consideration to any
proposals for modification or variation made by the other Party.

17.1. For the purposes of this Contract, “Force Majeure” means an
event which is beyond the reasonable control of a Party, is not
foreseeable, is unavoidable, and makes a Party’s performance of
its obligations hereunder impossible or so impractical as reasonably
to be considered impossible under the circumstances, and subject
to those requirements, includes, but is not limited to, war, riots, civil
disorder, earthquake, fire, explosion, storm, flood or other adverse
weather conditions, strikes, lockouts or other industrial action,
confiscation or any other action by Government agencies.

17.2. Force Majeure shall not include (i) any event which is caused
by the negligence or intentional action of a Party or such Party’s
Experts, Sub-consultants or agents or employees, nor (ii) any event
which a diligent Party could reasonably have been expected to both
take into account at the time of the conclusion of this Contract, and
avoid or overcome in the carrying out of its obligations hereunder.

17.3. Force Majeure shall not include insufficiency of funds or
failure to make any payment required hereunder.
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17.4. The failure of a Party to fulfill any of its obligations hereunder®.." -

shall not be considered to be a breach of, or default under, this
Contract insofar as such inability arises from an event of Force
Majeure, provided that the Party affected by such an event has
taken all reasonable precautions, due care and reasonable
alternative measures, all with the objective of carrying out the terms
and conditions of this Contract.

17.5. A Party affected by an event of Force Majeure shall take all
reasonable measures to remove such Party’s inability to fulfill its
obligations hereunder with a minimum of delay.

17.6. A Party affected by an event of Force Majeure shall continue
to perform its obligations under the Contract as far as is reasonably
practical, and shall take all reasonable measures to minimize the
consequences of any event of Force Majeure.

17.7. A Party affected by an event of Force Majeure shall notify
the other Party of such event as soon as possible, and in any case
not later than fifteen (15) calendar days following the occurrence of
such event, providing evidence of the nature and cause of such
event, and shall similarly give written notice of the restoration of
normal conditions as soon as possible.

17.8. Any period within which a Party shall, pursuant to this
Contract, complete any action or task, shall be extended for a
period equal to the time during which such Party was unable to
perform such action as a result of Force Majeure.

17.9. During the period of their inability to perform the Services as
a result of an event of Force Majeure, the Consultant, upon
instructions by the Client, shall either:

(@) demobilize, in which case the Consultant shall be reimbursed
for additional costs they reasonably and necessarily incurred,
and, if required by the Client, in reactivating the Services; or

(b) continue with the Services to the extent reasonably possible, in
which case the Consultant shall continue to be paid under the
terms of this Contract and be reimbursed for additional costs
reasonably and necessarily incurred.

17.10. The Consultant shall submit an application to the Client for
extension of time, stating the causes for delay with supporting
evidence within7 days before the expiry of the Contract completion
date. The approval of EoT shall be subject to verification by the
Client whether:
(a) the consultant had made the best possible efforts to
complete the work in due time ,
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(b) the facilities to be provided by the Client as per the contract”
to the Consultant was made in time or not,
(c) the delay was as a result of Force Majeure or not.

18.1. The Client may, by written notice of suspension to the
Consultant, suspend all payments to the Consultant hereunder if the
Consultant fails to perform any of its obligations under this Contract,
including the carrying out of the Services, provided that such notice
of suspension (i) shall specify the nature of the failure, and (ii) shall
request the Consultant to remedy such failure within a period not
exceeding thirty (30) calendar days after receipt by the Consultant
of such notice of suspension.

19.1 This Contract may be terminated by either Party as per
provisions set up below:

19.1.1  The Client may terminate this Contract in case of the
occurrence of any of the events specified in paragraphs (a)
through (e) of this Clause. In such an occurrence the Client
shall give at least thirty (30) calendar days’ written notice of
termination to the Consultant in case of the events referred to
in (a) through (d); and at least sixty (60) calendar days’ written
notice in case of the event referred to in (e):

(@) If the Consultant fails to remedy a failure in the
performance of its obligations hereunder, as specified in
a notice of suspension pursuant to Clause GCC 18
hereinabove, within thirty (30) days of receipt of such
notice of suspension or within such further period as the
Client may have subsequently approved in writing;

(b) If the Consultant becomes (or, if the Consultant consists
of more than one entity, if any of its members becomes)
insolvent or bankrupt or enter into any agreements with
their creditors for relief of debt or take advantage of any
law for the benefit of debtors or go into liquidation or
receivership whether compulsory or voluntary;

(c) If the Consultant fails to comply with any final decision
reached as a result of arbitration proceedings pursuant to
Clause GCC 48.1;

(d) If, as the result of Force Majeure, the Consultant is
unable to perform a material portion of the Services for a
period of not less than sixty (60) calendar days;

(e) If the Client, in its sole discretion and for any reason
whatsoever, decides to terminate this Contract;

(f) If the Consultant fails to furnish the professional liability
insurance within 30 days from the date of signing of the
contract agreement.
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19.1.2 Furthermore, if the Client determines that the
Consultant has engaged in corrupt, fraudulent, collusive,
coercive [or obstructive] practices, in competing for or in
executing the Contract, then the Client may, after giving fifteen
(15) calendar days written notice to the Consultant, terminate
the Consultant's employment under the Contract.

b. Bythe 19.1.3 The Consultant may terminate this Contract, by not
Consultant less than thirty (30) calendar days’ written notice to the Client,
in case of the occurrence of any of the events specified in

paragraphs (a) through (d) of this Clause.

(a) If the Client fails to pay any money due to the Consultant
pursuant to this Contract and not subject to dispute
pursuant to Clauses GCC 48.1 within forty-five (45)
calendar days after receiving written notice from the
Consultant that such payment is overdue.

(b) If, as the result of Force Majeure, the Consultant is unable
to perform a material portion of the Services for a period
of not less than sixty (60) calendar days.

(c) If the Client fails to comply with any final decision reached
as a result of arbitration pursuant to Clause GCC 48.1.

(d) If the Client is in material breach of its obligations
pursuant to this Contract and has not remedied the same
within forty-five (45) days (or such longer period as the
Consultant may have subsequently approved in writing)
following the receipt by the Client of the Consultant’s
notice specifying such breach.

c. Cessation of 19.1.4 Upon termination of this Contract pursuant to
Rights and Clauses GCC 12 or GCC 19 hereof, or upon expiration of this
Obligations Contract pursuant to Clause GCC 14, all rights and obligations

of the Parties hereunder shall cease, except (i) such rights and
obligations as may have accrued on the date of termination or
expiration, (i) the obligation of confidentiality set forth in
Clause GCC 23, (iii) the Consultant’s obligation to permit
inspection, copying and auditing of their accounts and records
set forth in Clause GCC 26, and (iv) any right which a Party
may have under the Applicable Law.

d. Cessation of 19.1.5 Upon termination of this Contract by notice of either
Services Party to the other pursuant to Clauses GCC 19a or GCC 19b,

the Consultant shall, immediately upon dispatch or receipt of

such notice, take all necessary steps to bring the Services to a

close in a prompt and orderly manner and shall make every

reasonable effort to keep expenditures for this purpose to a

minimum. With respect to documents prepared by the

Consultant and equipment and materials furnished by the

Client, the Consultant shall proceed as provided, respectively,
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by Clauses GCC 28 or GCC 29.

19.1.6 Upon termination of this Contract, the Client shall
make the following payments to the Consultant:

(a) payment for Services satisfactorily performed prior to the
effective date of termination; and

(b) in the case of termination pursuant to paragraphs (d) and
(e) of Clause GCC 19.1.1, reimbursement of any
reasonable cost incidental to the prompt and orderly
termination of this Contract, including the cost of the
return travel of the Experts.

C. OBLIGATIONS OF THE CONSULTANT

20.1 The Consultant shall perform the Services and carry out the
Services with all due diligence, efficiency and economy, in
accordance with generally accepted professional standards and
practices, and shall observe sound management practices, and
employ appropriate technology and safe and effective equipment,
machinery, materials and methods. The Consultant shall always act,
in respect of any matter relating to this Contract or to the Services,
as a faithful adviser to the Client, and shall at all times support and
safeguard the Client’s legitimate interests in any dealings with the
third parties.

20.2 The Consultant shall employ and provide such qualified and
experienced Experts and Sub-consultants as are required to carry
out the Services.

20.3 The Consultant may subcontract part of the Services to an
extent and with such Key Experts and Sub-consultants as may be
approved in advance by the Client. Notwithstanding such approval,
the Consultant shall retain full responsibility for the Services.

20.4 The Consultant shall perform the Services in accordance with
the Contract and the Applicable Law and shall take all practicable
steps to ensure that any of its Experts and Sub-consultants, comply
with the Applicable Law.

20.5 Throughout the execution of the Contract, the Consultant
shall comply with the import of goods and services prohibitions in
the Client’s country when

(&) as a matter of law or official regulations, Client’s country
prohibits commercial relations with that country; or

(b) by an act of compliance with a decision of the United
Nations Security Council taken under Chapter VII of the
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Charter of the United Nations, the Client's Countfy. " -

prohibits any import of goods from that country or any
payments to any country, person, or entity in that country.

20.6 The Client shall notify the Consultant in writing of relevant
local customs, and the Consultant shall, after such notification,
respect such customs.

21.1 The Consultant shall hold the Client’s interests paramount,
without any consideration for future work, and strictly avoid conflict
with other assignments or their own corporate interests.

21.1.1 The payment of the Consultant pursuant to GCC F
(Clauses GCC 39 through 45) shall constitute the Consultant’s
only payment in connection with this Contract and, subject to
Clause GCC 21.1.3, the Consultant shall not accept for its own
benefit any trade commission, discount or similar payment in
connection with activities pursuant to this Contract or in the
discharge of its obligations hereunder, and the Consultant shall
use its best efforts to ensure that any Sub-consultants, as well
as the Experts and agents of either of them, similarly shall not
receive any such additional payment.

21.1.2 Furthermore, if the Consultant, as part of the Services,
has the responsibility of advising the Client on the procurement
of goods, works or services, the Consultant shall comply with
any applicable procurement guidelines as per the prevailing
Public Procurement Act and Regulations of the GoN(or of the
Donors/funding agencies) and shall at all times exercise such
responsibility in the best interest of the Client. Any discounts or
commissions obtained by the Consultant in the exercise of such
procurement responsibility shall be for the account of the Client.

21.1.3 The Consultant agrees that, during the term of this
Contract and after its termination, the Consultant and any entity
affiliated with the Consultant, as well as any Sub-consultants
and any entity affiliated with such Sub-consultants, shall be
disqualified from providing goods, works or services (other than
the Services and any continuation thereof) for any project
resulting from or closely related to the Services.

21.1.4 The Consultant shall not engage, and shall cause
their Personnel as well as its Sub-consultants and their
Personnel not to engage, either directly or indirectly, in any of
the following activities:

a. during the term of this Contract, any business or
professional activities in Nepal which would conflict with
the activities assigned to them under this Contract; and

b. after the termination of this Contract, such other
activities as may be specified in the SCC

21.1.5 The Consultant has an obligation and shall ensure
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their Client, or that may reasonably be perceived as having
this effect. Failure to disclose said situations may lead to the
termination of its Contract.

22. Conduct of 22.1 The Consultant shall be responsible to fulfill his obligations as
Consultants per the requirement of the Contract Agreement, RFP
documents and GoN’s Procurement Act and Regulations.
22.2 The consultant shall not carry out or cause to carry out the
following acts with an intention to influence the implementation
of the procurement process or the contract agreement :

0] give or propose improper inducement directly or
indirectly,

(i)  distortion or misrepresentation of facts

(i)  engaging or being involved in corrupt or fraudulent
practice

(iv) Interference in participation of other prospective
consultants.

(v)  coercion or threatening directly or indirectly to impair or
harm, any party or the property of the party involved in the
procurement proceedings,

(vi) collusive practice among consultants before or after
submission of proposals for distribution of works among
consultants or fixing artificial/luncompetitive proposal
price with an intention to deprive the Client the benefit of
open competitive proposal price.

(vii) contacting the Client with an intention to influence the
Client with regards to the proposals or interference of any
kind in examination and evaluation of the proposals
during the period after opening of proposals up to then
notification of award of contract

23. Confidentiality 23.1 The Consultants, their Sub-consultants, and the
Personnel of either of them shall not, either during the term or
within two (2) years after the expiration of this Contract,
disclose any proprietary of confidential information relating to
the Project, the Services, this Contract, or the Client’s
business or operations without the prior written consent of the

Client.
24. Liability of the 24.1 Subject to additional provisions, if any, set forth in the
Consultant SCC, the Consultant’s liability under this Contract shall be as

determined under the Applicable Law.

25. Insurance to be 25.1 The Consultant (i) shall take out and maintain, and
Taken out by the shall cause any Sub-consultants to take out and maintain, at its
(or the Sub-consultants’, as the case may be) own cost but on
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terms and conditions approved by the Client, insurance agaiﬁs‘f—lt_"' .

the risks, and for the coverage specified in the SCC, and (ii) at
the Client's request, shall provide evidence to the Client
showing that such insurance has been taken out and
maintained and that the current premiums therefore have been
paid. The Consultant shall ensure that such insurance is in
place prior to commencing the Services as stated in Clause
GCC 13.

25.2 The Consultant shall take out and maintain professional
liability insurance within 30 days of signing of the contract
agreement.

26.1 The Consultant shall keep, and shall make all reasonable
efforts to cause its Sub-consultants to keep, accurate and
systematic accounts and records in respect of the Services and in
such form and detail as will clearly identify relevant time changes
and costs.

26.2. The Consultant shall permit and shall cause its Sub-
consultants to permit, the Client/DP and/or persons appointed by the
Client/DP to inspect the Site and/or all accounts and records relating
to the performance of the Contract and the submission of the
Proposal to provide the Services, and to have such accounts and
records audited by auditors appointed by the Client/DP if requested
by the Client/DP. The Consultant’s attention is drawn to Clause
GCC 10 which provides, inter alia, that acts intended to materially
impede the exercise of the Client/DP’s inspection and audit rights
provided for under this Clause GCC26.2 constitute a prohibited
practice subject to contract termination.

27.1 The Consultant shall submit to the Client the reports and
documents specified in Appendix A, in the form, in the numbers and
within the time periods set forth in the said Appendix.

28.1 Unless otherwise indicated in the SCC, all reports and
relevant data and information such as maps, diagrams, plans,
databases, other documents and software, supporting records or
material compiled or prepared by the Consultant for the Client in the
course of the Services shall be confidential and become and remain
the absolute property of the Client. The Consultant shall, not later
than upon termination or expiration of this Contract, deliver all such
documents to the Client, together with a detailed inventory thereof.
The Consultant may retain a copy of such documents, data and/or
software but shall not use the same for purposes unrelated to this
Contract without prior written approval of the Client.

28.2 If license agreements are necessary or appropriate between
the Consultant and third parties for purposes of development of the
plans, drawings, specifications, designs, databases, other documents
and software, the Consultant shall obtain the Client’s prior written
approval to such agreements, and the Client shall be entitled at its
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discretion to require recovering the expenses related to”.the
development of the program(s) concerned. Other restrictions about
the future use of these documents and software, if any, shall be
specified in the SCC.

29.1 Equipment, vehicles and materials made available to the
Consultant by the Client, or purchased by the Consultant wholly or
partly with funds provided by the Client, shall be the property of the
Client and shall be marked accordingly. Upon termination or
expiration of this Contract, the Consultant shall make available to the
Client an inventory of such equipment, vehicles and materials and
shall dispose of such equipment, vehicles and materials in
accordance with the Client’s instructions. While in possession of
such equipment, vehicles and materials, the Consultant, unless
otherwise instructed by the Client in writing, shall insure them at the
expense of the Client in an amount equal to their full replacement
value.

29.2  Any equipment or materials brought by the Consultant or its
Experts into the Client’s country for the use either for the project or
personal use shall remain the property of the Consultant or the
Experts concerned, as applicable.

D. CONSULTANT’S EXPERTS AND SUB-CONSULTANTS

30. Description of Key
Experts

32. Removal of Experts
or Sub-consultants

30.1 The title, agreed job description, minimum qualification and
time-input estimates to carry out the Services of each of the
Consultant’s Key Experts are described in Appendix B.

31.1 Except as the Client may otherwise agree in writing, no
changes shall be made in the Key Experts.

31.2 Notwithstanding the above, the substitution of Key Experts
during Contract execution may be considered only based on the
Consultant’s written request and due to circumstances outside the
reasonable control of the Consultant, including but not limited to
death or medical incapacity. In such case, the Consultant shall
forthwith provide as a replacement, a person of equivalent or better
gualifications and experience, and at the same rate of remuneration.

32.1 If the Client finds that any of the Experts or Sub-consultant
has committed serious misconduct or has been charged with
having committed a criminal action, or shall the Client determine
that Consultant’'s Expert of Sub-consultant have engaged in
corrupt, fraudulent, collusive, coercive [or obstructive] practice while
performing the Services, the Consultant shall, at the Client’s written
request, provide a replacement.

32.2 In the event that any of Key Experts or Sub-consultants is
found by the Client to be incompetent or incapable in discharging
assigned duties, the Client, specifying the grounds therefore, may
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request the Consultant to provide a replacement.

32.3 Any replacement of the removed Experts or Sub-consultants
shall possess better qualifications and experience and shall be
acceptable to the Client.

32.4 The Consultant shall bear all costs arising out of or incidental
to any removal and/or replacement of such Experts.

E. OBLIGATIONS OF THE CLIENT

33.1 Unless otherwise specified in the SCC, the Client shall use
its best efforts to:

(@) Assist the Consultant with obtaining work permits and such
other documents as shall be necessary to enable the
Consultant to perform the Services.

(b) Assist the Consultant with promptly obtaining, for the Experts
and, if appropriate, their eligible dependents, all necessary
entry and exit visas, residence permits, exchange permits and
any other documents required for their stay in the Client’s
country while carrying out the Services under the Contract.

(c) Facilitate prompt clearance through customs of any property
required for the Services and of the personal effects of the
Experts and their eligible dependents.

(d) Issue to officials, agents and representatives of the
Government all such instructions and information as may be
necessary or appropriate for the prompt and effective
implementation of the Services.

(e) Assist the Consultant and the Experts and any Sub-consultants
employed by the Consultant for the Services with obtaining
exemption from any requirement to register or obtain any
permit to practice their profession or to establish themselves
either individually or as a corporate entity in the Client's
country according to the applicable law in the Client’s country.

()  Assist the Consultant, any Sub-consultants and the Experts of
either of them with obtaining the privilege, pursuant to the
applicable law in the Client's country, of bringing into the
Client’s country reasonable amounts of foreign currency for the
purposes of the Services or for the personal use of the Experts
and of withdrawing any such amounts as may be earned
therein by the Experts in the execution of the Services.

(g) Provide to the Consultant any such other assistance as may be
specified in the SCC.

34.1 The Client warrants that the Consultant shall have, free of
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Site charge, unimpeded access to the project site in respect of which
access is required for the performance of the Services. The Client
will be responsible for any damage to the project site or any property
thereon resulting from such access and will indemnify the Consultant
and each of the experts in respect of liability for any such damage,
unless such damage is caused by the willful default or negligence of
the Consultant or any Sub-consultants or the Experts of either of

them.

35. Change in the 35.1 If, after the date of this Contract, there is any change in the
Applicable Law applicable law in the Client’s country with respect to taxes and duties
